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look further afield. Initially they
flocked to the suburbs, up to 10km
away, and beyond to the smaller towns
and villages in the hilly Castelli Rom-
ani to the south-east or Bracciano to
the north. But inadequate public trans-
port makes commuting into the city a
long and arduous process and Ostiense,

attracted new businesses, including a
good, cheap pizzeria and a stationer/
bookshop, which opened two years ago.
Danilo Tocci, owner of the local Bar
Cicco for the past 20 years, remembers
when the area adjoining his corner site
was occupied by a disused glass fac-
tory. Now it faces the law faculty and

would reckon that it’s still possible to
find unrestored properties for €3,400
per square metre in the still down-at-
heel areas.”
